Then Jesus was led up by the Spirit into the wilderness to be tempted by the devil. He fasted for 

forty days and forty nights, and afterwards he was famished. 

 

Matthew 5:5 

 

Blessed are the meek, for they will inherit the earth. 

 

Matthew 5:31-35 

 

‘Again, you have heard that it was said to those of ancient times, “You shall not swear falsely, 

but carry out the vows you have made to the Lord.” But I say to you, Do not swear at all, either 

by heaven, for it is the throne of God, or by the earth, for it is his footstool, or by Jerusalem, for 

it is the city of the great King. And do not swear by your head, for you cannot make one hair 

white or black. Let your word be “Yes, Yes” or “No, No”; anything more than this comes from 

the evil one. 

 

Matthew 6:9-16 

 

‘Pray then in this way: 

Our Father in heaven, 

   hallowed be your name. 

   Your kingdom come. 

   Your will be done, 

     on earth as it is in heaven. 

   Give us this day our daily bread. 

   And forgive us our debts, 

     as we also have forgiven our debtors. 

   And do not bring us to the time of trial, 

     but rescue us from the evil one. 

For if you forgive others their trespasses, your heavenly Father will also forgive you; but if you 

do not forgive others, neither will your Father forgive your trespasses. 

 

Matthew 6:19-21 

 

‘Do not store up for yourselves treasures on earth, where moth and rust consume and where 

thieves break in and steal; but store up for yourselves treasures in heaven, where neither moth 

nor rust consumes and where thieves do not break in and steal. For where your treasure is, there 

your heart will be also. 

 

Matthew 6:25-33 

 

‘Therefore I tell you, do not worry about your life, what you will eat or what you will drink, or 

about your body, what you will wear. Is not life more than food, and the body more than 

clothing? Look at the birds of the air; they neither sow nor reap nor gather into barns, and yet 



your heavenly Father feeds them. Are you not of more value than they? And can any of you by 

worrying add a single hour to your span of life? And why do you worry about clothing? Consider 

the lilies of the field, how they grow; they neither toil nor spin, yet I tell you, even Solomon in 

all his glory was not clothed like one of these. But if God so clothes the grass of the field, which 

is alive today and tomorrow is thrown into the oven, will he not much more clothe you—you of 

little faith? Therefore do not worry, saying, “What will we eat?” or “What will we drink?” or 

“What will we wear?” For it is the Gentiles who strive for all these things; and indeed your 

heavenly Father knows that you need all these things. But strive first for the kingdom of God and 

his righteousness, and all these things will be given to you as well. 

 

Matthew 8:27-7 

 

And when he got into the boat, his disciples followed him. A gale arose on the lake, so great that 

the boat was being swamped by the waves; but he was asleep. And they went and woke him up, 

saying, ‘Lord, save us! We are perishing!’ And he said to them, ‘Why are you afraid, you of little 

faith?’ Then he got up and rebuked the winds and the sea; and there was a dead calm. They were 

amazed, saying, ‘What sort of man is this, that even the winds and the sea obey him?’ 

 

Matthew 10:28-31 

 

Do not fear those who kill the body but cannot kill the soul; rather fear him who can destroy both 

soul and body in hell. Are not two sparrows sold for a penny? Yet not one of them will fall to the 

ground unperceived by your Father. And even the hairs of your head are all counted. So do not 

be afraid; you are of more value than many sparrows. 

 

Matthew 14:15-21 

 

When it was evening, the disciples came to him and said, ‘This is a deserted place, and the hour 

is now late; send the crowds away so that they may go into the villages and buy food for 

themselves.’ Jesus said to them, ‘They need not go away; you give them something to eat.’ They 

replied, ‘We have nothing here but five loaves and two fish.’ And he said, ‘Bring them here to 

me.’ Then he ordered the crowds to sit down on the grass. Taking the five loaves and the two 

fish, he looked up to heaven, and blessed and broke the loaves, and gave them to the disciples, 

and the disciples gave them to the crowds. And all ate and were filled; and they took up what 

was left over of the broken pieces, twelve baskets full. And those who ate were about five 

thousand men, besides women and children. 

 

Matthew 14:22-3 

 

Immediately he made the disciples get into the boat and go on ahead to the other side, while he 

dismissed the crowds. And after he had dismissed the crowds, he went up the mountain by 

himself to pray. 

 

Matthew 15:33-38 

 



The disciples said to him, ‘Where are we to get enough bread in the desert to feed so great a 

crowd?’ Jesus asked them, ‘How many loaves have you?’ They said, ‘Seven, and a few small 

fish.’ Then ordering the crowd to sit down on the ground, he took the seven loaves and the fish; 

and after giving thanks he broke them and gave them to the disciples, and the disciples gave 

them to the crowds. And all of them ate and were filled; and they took up the broken pieces left 

over, seven baskets full. Those who had eaten were four thousand men, besides women and 

children.  

 

Matthew 17:1-8 

Six days later, Jesus took with him Peter and James and his brother John and led them up a high 

mountain, by themselves. And he was transfigured before them, and his face shone like the sun, 

and his clothes became dazzling white. Suddenly there appeared to them Moses and Elijah, 

talking with him. Then Peter said to Jesus, ‘Lord, it is good for us to be here; if you wish, I will 

make three dwellings here, one for you, one for Moses, and one for Elijah.’ While he was still 

speaking, suddenly a bright cloud overshadowed them, and from the cloud a voice said, ‘This is 

my Son, the Beloved; with him I am well pleased; listen to him!’ When the disciples heard this, 

they fell to the ground and were overcome by fear. But Jesus came and touched them, saying, 

‘Get up and do not be afraid.’ And when they looked up, they saw no one except Jesus himself 

alone. 

Matthew 24:32-35 

 

‘From the fig tree learn its lesson: as soon as its branch becomes tender and puts forth its leaves, 

you know that summer is near. So also, when you see all these things, you know that he is near, 

at the very gates. Truly I tell you, this generation will not pass away until all these things have 

taken place. Heaven and earth will pass away, but my words will not pass away. 

 

Matthew 27:57-8 

 

Then Jesus cried again with a loud voice and breathed his last. At that moment the curtain of the 

temple was torn in two, from top to bottom. The earth shook, and the rocks were split. 

 

Mark 1:12-13 

 

And the Spirit immediately drove him out into the wilderness. He was in the wilderness for forty 

days, tempted by Satan; and he was with the wild beasts; and the angels waited on him. 

 

Mark 2:23-8 

 

One sabbath he was going through the cornfields; and as they made their way his disciples began 

to pluck heads of grain. The Pharisees said to him, ‘Look, why are they doing what is not lawful 

on the sabbath?’ And he said to them, ‘Have you never read what David did when he and his 

companions were hungry and in need of food? He entered the house of God, when Abiathar was 

high priest, and ate the bread of the Presence, which it is not lawful for any but the priests to eat, 



and he gave some to his companions.’ Then he said to them, ‘The sabbath was made for 

humankind, and not humankind for the sabbath; so the Son of Man is lord even of the sabbath.’ 

 

Mark 1:1-4 

The beginning of the good news of Jesus Christ, the Son of God. 

As it is written in the prophet Isaiah, 

‘See, I am sending my messenger ahead of you, 

   who will prepare your way; 

the voice of one crying out in the wilderness: 

   “Prepare the way of the Lord, 

   make his paths straight” ’, 

John the baptizer appeared in the wilderness, proclaiming a baptism of repentance for the 

forgiveness of sins. 

Mark 4:35-41 

On that day, when evening had come, he said to them, ‘Let us go across to the other side.’ And 

leaving the crowd behind, they took him with them in the boat, just as he was. Other boats were 

with him. A great gale arose, and the waves beat into the boat, so that the boat was already being 

swamped. But he was in the stern, asleep on the cushion; and they woke him up and said to him, 

‘Teacher, do you not care that we are perishing?’ He woke up and rebuked the wind, and said to 

the sea, ‘Peace! Be still!’ Then the wind ceased, and there was a dead calm. He said to them, 

‘Why are you afraid? Have you still no faith?’ And they were filled with great awe and said to 

one another, ‘Who then is this, that even the wind and the sea obey him?’ 

 

Mark 6:34-44 

As he went ashore, he saw a great crowd; and he had compassion for them, because they were 

like sheep without a shepherd; and he began to teach them many things. When it grew late, his 

disciples came to him and said, ‘This is a deserted place, and the hour is now very late; send 

them away so that they may go into the surrounding country and villages and buy something for 

themselves to eat.’ But he answered them, ‘You give them something to eat.’ They said to him, 

‘Are we to go and buy two hundred denarii worth of bread, and give it to them to eat?’ And he 

said to them, ‘How many loaves have you? Go and see.’ When they had found out, they said, 

‘Five, and two fish.’ Then he ordered them to get all the people to sit down in groups on the 

green grass. So they sat down in groups of hundreds and of fifties. Taking the five loaves and the 

two fish, he looked up to heaven, and blessed and broke the loaves, and gave them to his 

disciples to set before the people; and he divided the two fish among them all. And all ate and 

were filled; and they took up twelve baskets full of broken pieces and of the fish. Those who had 

eaten the loaves numbered five thousand men. 

Mark 6:46-7 

 



Immediately he made his disciples get into the boat and go on ahead to the other side, to 

Bethsaida, while he dismissed the crowd. After saying farewell to them, he went up on the 

mountain to pray. 

 

Mark 10:5-9 

 

But Jesus said to them, ‘Because of your hardness of heart he wrote this commandment for 

you. But from the beginning of creation, “God made them male and female.” “For this reason a 

man shall leave his father and mother and be joined to his wife, and the two shall become one 

flesh.” So they are no longer two, but one flesh. Therefore what God has joined together, let no 

one separate.’ 

 

Mark 16:15-16 

 

Later he appeared to the eleven themselves as they were sitting at the table; and he upbraided 

them for their lack of faith and stubbornness, because they had not believed those who saw him 

after he had risen. And he said to them, ‘Go into all the world and proclaim the good news to the 

whole creation. 

 

Luke 3:3-6 

 

He went into all the region around the Jordan, proclaiming a baptism of repentance for the 

forgiveness of sins, as it is written in the book of the words of the prophet Isaiah, 

‘The voice of one crying out in the wilderness: 

“Prepare the way of the Lord, 

   make his paths straight. 

Every valley shall be filled, 

   and every mountain and hill shall be made low, 

and the crooked shall be made straight, 

   and the rough ways made smooth; 

and all flesh shall see the salvation of God.” ’ 

 

Luke 4:1-2 

 

Jesus, full of the Holy Spirit, returned from the Jordan and was led by the Spirit in the 

wilderness, where for forty days he was tempted by the devil. He ate nothing at all during those 

days, and when they were over, he was famished.  

 

Luke 5:3-10 

 

Then he sat down and taught the crowds from the boat. When he had finished speaking, he said 

to Simon, ‘Put out into the deep water and let down your nets for a catch.’ Simon answered, 

‘Master, we have worked all night long but have caught nothing. Yet if you say so, I will let 

down the nets.’ When they had done this, they caught so many fish that their nets were beginning 

to break. So they signalled to their partners in the other boat to come and help them. And they 

came and filled both boats, so that they began to sink. But when Simon Peter saw it, he fell down 



at Jesus’ knees, saying, ‘Go away from me, Lord, for I am a sinful man!’ For he and all who 

were with him were amazed at the catch of fish that they had taken; and so also were James and 

John, sons of Zebedee, who were partners with Simon.  

 

Luke 6:1-5 

 

One sabbath while Jesus was going through the cornfields, his disciples plucked some heads of 

grain, rubbed them in their hands, and ate them. But some of the Pharisees said, ‘Why are you 

doing what is not lawful on the sabbath?’ Jesus answered, ‘Have you not read what David did 

when he and his companions were hungry? He entered the house of God and took and ate the 

bread of the Presence, which it is not lawful for any but the priests to eat, and gave some to his 

companions?’ Then he said to them, ‘The Son of Man is lord of the sabbath.’ 

 

Luke 6:12 

 

Now during those days he went out to the mountain to pray; and he spent the night in prayer to 

God. 

 

Luke 8:22-5 

 

One day he got into a boat with his disciples, and he said to them, ‘Let us go across to the other 

side of the lake.’ So they put out, and while they were sailing he fell asleep. A gale swept down 

on the lake, and the boat was filling with water, and they were in danger. They went to him and 

woke him up, shouting, ‘Master, Master, we are perishing!’ And he woke up and rebuked the 

wind and the raging waves; they ceased, and there was a calm. He said to them, ‘Where is your 

faith?’ They were afraid and amazed, and said to one another, ‘Who then is this, that he 

commands even the winds and the water, and they obey him?’ 

 

Luke 9:13-17 

 

But he said to them, ‘You give them something to eat.’ They said, ‘We have no more than five 

loaves and two fish—unless we are to go and buy food for all these people.’ For there were about 

five thousand men. And he said to his disciples, ‘Make them sit down in groups of about fifty 

each.’ They did so and made them all sit down. And taking the five loaves and the two fish, he 

looked up to heaven, and blessed and broke them, and gave them to the disciples to set before the 

crowd. And all ate and were filled. What was left over was gathered up, twelve baskets of broken 

pieces. 

 

Luke 9:28-9 

 

Now about eight days after these sayings Jesus took with him Peter and John and James, and 

went up on the mountain to pray. And while he was praying, the appearance of his face changed, 

and his clothes became dazzling white. 

 

Luke 12:5-7 



But I will warn you whom to fear: fear him who, after he has killed, has authority to cast into 

hell. Yes, I tell you, fear him! Are not five sparrows sold for two pennies? Yet not one of them is 

forgotten in God’s sight. But even the hairs of your head are all counted. Do not be afraid; you 

are of more value than many sparrows. 

Luke 12:22-24 

 

He said to his disciples, ‘Therefore I tell you, do not worry about your life, what you will eat, or 

about your body, what you will wear. For life is more than food, and the body more than 

clothing. Consider the ravens: they neither sow nor reap, they have neither storehouse nor barn, 

and yet God feeds them. Of how much more value are you than the birds!  

 

Luke 12:27-8 

 

Consider the lilies, how they grow: they neither toil nor spin; yet I tell you, even Solomon in all 

his glory was not clothed like one of these. But if God so clothes the grass of the field, which is 

alive today and tomorrow is thrown into the oven, how much more will he clothe you—you of 

little faith!  

 

Luke 17:20-1 

 

Once Jesus was asked by the Pharisees when the kingdom of God was coming, and he answered, 

‘The kingdom of God is not coming with things that can be observed; nor will they say, “Look, 

here it is!” or “There it is!” For, in fact, the kingdom of God is among you.’ 

 

Luke 21:31-3 

 

So also, when you see these things taking place, you know that the kingdom of God is 

near. Truly I tell you, this generation will not pass away until all things have taken place. Heaven 

and earth will pass away, but my words will not pass away. 

 

John 1:1-5 

 

In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God. He was in 

the beginning with God. All things came into being through him, and without him not one thing 

came into being. What has come into being in him was life, and the life was the light of all 

people. The light shines in the darkness, and the darkness did not overcome it. 

 

John 1:23 

 

He said, 

‘I am the voice of one crying out in the wilderness, 

“Make straight the way of the Lord” ’, 

as the prophet Isaiah said. 

 

John 6:10-14 



 

Jesus said, ‘Make the people sit down.’ Now there was a great deal of grass in the place; so 

they sat down, about five thousand in all. Then Jesus took the loaves, and when he had given 

thanks, he distributed them to those who were seated; so also the fish, as much as they 

wanted. When they were satisfied, he told his disciples, ‘Gather up the fragments left over, so 

that nothing may be lost.’ So they gathered them up, and from the fragments of the five barley 

loaves, left by those who had eaten, they filled twelve baskets. When the people saw the sign that 

he had done, they began to say, ‘This is indeed the prophet who is to come into the world.’ 

 

John 6:15 

 

When Jesus realized that they were about to come and take him by force to make him king, he 

withdrew again to the mountain by himself. 

 

John 12:31-3 

 

Now is the judgement of this world; now the ruler of this world will be driven out. And I, when I 

am lifted up from the earth, will draw all people to myself.’ He said this to indicate the kind of 

death he was to die. 

 

Acts 1:6-8 

 

So when they had come together, they asked him, ‘Lord, is this the time when you will restore 

the kingdom to Israel?’ He replied, ‘It is not for you to know the times or periods that the Father 

has set by his own authority. But you will receive power when the Holy Spirit has come upon 

you; and you will be my witnesses in Jerusalem, in all Judea and Samaria, and to the ends of the 

earth.’  

 

Acts 2:17-21 

 

“In the last days it will be, God declares, 

that I will pour out my Spirit upon all flesh, 

   and your sons and your daughters shall prophesy, 

and your young men shall see visions, 

   and your old men shall dream dreams. 

Even upon my slaves, both men and women, 

   in those days I will pour out my Spirit; 

     and they shall prophesy. 

And I will show portents in the heaven above 

   and signs on the earth below, 

     blood, and fire, and smoky mist. 

The sun shall be turned to darkness 

   and the moon to blood, 

     before the coming of the Lord’s great and glorious day. 

Then everyone who calls on the name of the Lord shall be saved.” 

 



Acts 3:25 

 

You are the descendants of the prophets and of the covenant that God gave to your ancestors, 

saying to Abraham, “And in your descendants all the families of the earth shall be blessed.” 

 

Acts 7:30-34 

 

‘Now when forty years had passed, an angel appeared to him in the wilderness of Mount Sinai, 

in the flame of a burning bush. When Moses saw it, he was amazed at the sight; and as he 

approached to look, there came the voice of the Lord: “I am the God of your ancestors, the God 

of Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob.” Moses began to tremble and did not dare to look. Then the Lord 

said to him, “Take off the sandals from your feet, for the place where you are standing is holy 

ground. I have surely seen the mistreatment of my people who are in Egypt and have heard their 

groaning, and I have come down to rescue them. Come now, I will send you to Egypt.” 

 

Acts 10:9-16 

 

About noon the next day, as they were on their journey and approaching the city, Peter went up 

on the roof to pray. He became hungry and wanted something to eat; and while it was being 

prepared, he fell into a trance. He saw the heaven opened and something like a large sheet 

coming down, being lowered to the ground by its four corners. In it were all kinds of four-footed 

creatures and reptiles and birds of the air. Then he heard a voice saying, ‘Get up, Peter; kill and 

eat.’ But Peter said, ‘By no means, Lord; for I have never eaten anything that is profane or 

unclean.’ The voice said to him again, a second time, ‘What God has made clean, you must not 

call profane.’ This happened three times, and the thing was suddenly taken up to heaven. 

 

Acts 11:1-9  

 

Now the apostles and the believers who were in Judea heard that the Gentiles had also accepted 

the word of God. So when Peter went up to Jerusalem, the circumcised believers criticized 

him, saying, ‘Why did you go to uncircumcised men and eat with them?’ Then Peter began to 

explain it to them, step by step, saying, ‘I was in the city of Joppa praying, and in a trance I saw a 

vision. There was something like a large sheet coming down from heaven, being lowered by its 

four corners; and it came close to me. As I looked at it closely I saw four-footed animals, beasts 

of prey, reptiles, and birds of the air. I also heard a voice saying to me, “Get up, Peter; kill and 

eat.” But I replied, “By no means, Lord; for nothing profane or unclean has ever entered my 

mouth.” But a second time the voice answered from heaven, “What God has made clean, you 

must not call profane.” This happened three times; then everything was pulled up again to 

heaven. At that very moment three men, sent to me from Caesarea, arrived at the house where we 

were. The Spirit told me to go with them and not to make a distinction between them and 

us. These six brothers also accompanied me, and we entered the man’s house. He told us how he 

had seen the angel standing in his house and saying, “Send to Joppa and bring Simon, who is 

called Peter; he will give you a message by which you and your entire household will be 

saved.” And as I began to speak, the Holy Spirit fell upon them just as it had upon us at the 

beginning. And I remembered the word of the Lord, how he had said, “John baptized with water, 

but you will be baptized with the Holy Spirit.” If then God gave them the same gift that he gave 



us when we believed in the Lord Jesus Christ, who was I that I could hinder God?’ When they 

heard this, they were silenced. And they praised God, saying, ‘Then God has given even to the 

Gentiles the repentance that leads to life.’ 

 

Acts 14:16-17 

 

In past generations he allowed all the nations to follow their own ways; yet he has not left 

himself without a witness in doing good—giving you rains from heaven and fruitful seasons, and 

filling you with food and your hearts with joy.’ 

 

Acts 17:29 

 

Since we are God’s offspring, we ought not to think that the deity is like gold, or silver, or stone, 

an image formed by the art and imagination of mortals. 

 

Romans 1:20-23 

 

Ever since the creation of the world his eternal power and divine nature, invisible though they 

are, have been understood and seen through the things he has made. So they are without 

excuse; for though they knew God, they did not honour him as God or give thanks to him, but 

they became futile in their thinking, and their senseless minds were darkened. Claiming to be 

wise, they became fools; and they exchanged the glory of the immortal God for images 

resembling a mortal human being or birds or four-footed animals or reptiles. 

 

Romans 1:22-25 

Claiming to be wise, they became fools; and they exchanged the glory of the immortal God for 

images resembling a mortal human being or birds or four-footed animals or reptiles. 

Therefore God gave them up in the lusts of their hearts to impurity, to the degrading of their 

bodies among themselves, because they exchanged the truth about God for a lie and worshipped 

and served the creature rather than the Creator, who is blessed for ever.   

Romans 8:19-23 

 

For the creation waits with eager longing for the revealing of the children of God; for the 

creation was subjected to futility, not of its own will but by the will of the one who subjected it, 

in hope that the creation itself will be set free from its bondage to decay and will obtain the 

freedom of the glory of the children of God. We know that the whole creation has been groaning 

in labour pains until now; and not only the creation, but we ourselves, who have the first fruits of 

the Spirit, groan inwardly while we wait for adoption, the redemption of our bodies. 

 

Romans 8:38-39 

 



For I am convinced that neither death, nor life, nor angels, nor rulers, nor things present, nor 

things to come, nor powers, nor height, nor depth, nor anything else in all creation, will be able 

to separate us from the love of God in Christ Jesus our Lord. 

 

1 Corinthians 10:26-7 

 

Eat whatever is sold in the meat market without raising any question on the ground of 

conscience, for ‘the earth and its fullness are the Lord’s.’ 

 

1 Corinthians 12:12-14 

For just as the body is one and has many members, and all the members of the body, though 

many, are one body, so it is with Christ. For in the one Spirit we were all baptized into one 

body—Jews or Greeks, slaves or free—and we were all made to drink of one Spirit. 

Indeed, the body does not consist of one member but of many.  

1 Corinthians 15:37-41 

 

And as for what you sow, you do not sow the body that is to be, but a bare seed, perhaps of 

wheat or of some other grain. But God gives it a body as he has chosen, and to each kind of seed 

its own body. Not all flesh is alike, but there is one flesh for human beings, another for animals, 

another for birds, and another for fish. There are both heavenly bodies and earthly bodies, but the 

glory of the heavenly is one thing, and that of the earthly is another. There is one glory of the 

sun, and another glory of the moon, and another glory of the stars; indeed, star differs from star 

in glory. 

 

1 Corinthians 15:42-9 

 

What is sown is perishable, what is raised is imperishable. It is sown in dishonour, it is raised in 

glory. It is sown in weakness, it is raised in power. It is sown a physical body, it is raised a 

spiritual body. If there is a physical body, there is also a spiritual body. Thus it is written, ‘The 

first man, Adam, became a living being’; the last Adam became a life-giving spirit. But it is not 

the spiritual that is first, but the physical, and then the spiritual. The first man was from the earth, 

a man of dust; the second man is from heaven. As was the man of dust, so are those who are of 

the dust; and as is the man of heaven, so are those who are of heaven. Just as we have borne the 

image of the man of dust, we will also bear the image of the man of heaven. 

 

2 Corinthians 9:9-10 

 

As it is written, 

‘He scatters abroad, he gives to the poor; 

   his righteousness endures for ever.’ 

He who supplies seed to the sower and bread for food will supply and multiply your seed for 

sowing and increase the harvest of your righteousness.  

 



Galatians 6:7-10 

 

Do not be deceived; God is not mocked, for you reap whatever you sow. If you sow to your own 

flesh, you will reap corruption from the flesh; but if you sow to the Spirit, you will reap eternal 

life from the Spirit. So let us not grow weary in doing what is right, for we will reap at harvest 

time, if we do not give up. So then, whenever we have an opportunity, let us work for the good 

of all, and especially for those of the family of faith. 

 

Galatians 6:15-16 

 

May I never boast of anything except the cross of our Lord Jesus Christ, by which the world has 

been crucified to me, and I to the world. For neither circumcision nor uncircumcision is 

anything; but a new creation is everything! 

 

Ephesians 1:7-10 

 

In him we have redemption through his blood, the forgiveness of our trespasses, according to the 

riches of his grace that he lavished on us. With all wisdom and insight he has made known to us 

the mystery of his will, according to his good pleasure that he set forth in Christ, as a plan for the 

fullness of time, to gather up all things in him, things in heaven and things on earth. 

 

Ephesians 3:8-9 

 

Although I am the very least of all the saints, this grace was given to me to bring to the Gentiles 

the news of the boundless riches of Christ, and to make everyone see what is the plan of the 

mystery hidden for ages in God who created all things. 

 

Ephesians 4:9-10 

 

(When it says, ‘He ascended’, what does it mean but that he had also descended into the lower 

parts of the earth? He who descended is the same one who ascended far above all the heavens, so 

that he might fill all things.) 

 

Ephesians 6:2-3 

‘Honour your father and mother’—this is the first commandment with a promise: ‘so that it may 

be well with you and you may live long on the earth.’ 

Philippians 2:9-11 

 

Therefore God also highly exalted him 

   and gave him the name 

   that is above every name, 

so that at the name of Jesus 

   every knee should bend, 

   in heaven and on earth and under the earth, 



and every tongue should confess 

   that Jesus Christ is Lord, 

   to the glory of God the Father. 

 

Colossians 1:15-16 

 

He is the image of the invisible God, the firstborn of all creation; for in him all things in heaven 

and on earth were created, things visible and invisible, whether thrones or dominions or rulers or 

powers—all things have been created through him and for him. 

 

Colossians 3:1-3 

 

So if you have been raised with Christ, seek the things that are above, where Christ is, seated at 

the right hand of God. Set your minds on things that are above, not on things that are on 

earth, for you have died, and your life is hidden with Christ in God. 

 

1 Timothy 4:4 

 

For everything created by God is good, and nothing is to be rejected, provided it is received with 

thanksgiving; for it is sanctified by God’s word and by prayer. 

 

Hebrews 1:10-12 

 

‘In the beginning, Lord, you founded the earth, 

   and the heavens are the work of your hands; 

they will perish, but you remain; 

   they will all wear out like clothing; 

like a cloak you will roll them up, 

   and like clothing they will be changed. 

 

James 3:5-8 

 

How great a forest is set ablaze by a small fire! And the tongue is a fire. The tongue is placed 

among our members as a world of iniquity; it stains the whole body, sets on fire the cycle of 

nature, and is itself set on fire by hell. For every species of beast and bird, of reptile and sea 

creature, can be tamed and has been tamed by the human species, but no one can tame the 

tongue—a restless evil, full of deadly poison.  

 

2 Peter 3:3-7 

 

First of all you must understand this, that in the last days scoffers will come, scoffing and 

indulging their own lusts and saying, ‘Where is the promise of his coming? For ever since our 

ancestors died, all things continue as they were from the beginning of creation!’ They 

deliberately ignore this fact, that by the word of God heavens existed long ago and an earth was 

formed out of water and by means of water, through which the world of that time was deluged 



with water and perished. But by the same word the present heavens and earth have been reserved 

for fire, being kept until the day of judgement and destruction of the godless. 

 

Revelation 2:7 

 

Let anyone who has an ear listen to what the Spirit is saying to the churches. To everyone who 

conquers, I will give permission to eat from the tree of life that is in the paradise of God. 

 

Revelation 5:11-14 

 

Then I looked, and I heard the voice of many angels surrounding the throne and the living 

creatures and the elders; they numbered myriads of myriads and thousands of thousands, singing 

with full voice, 

 

‘Worthy is the Lamb that was slaughtered 

to receive power and wealth and wisdom and might 

and honour and glory and blessing!’ 

 

Then I heard every creature in heaven and on earth and under the earth and in the sea, and all that 

is in them, singing, 

‘To the one seated on the throne and to the Lamb 

be blessing and honour and glory and might 

for ever and ever!’ 

 

And the four living creatures said, ‘Amen!’ And the elders fell down and worshipped. 

 

Revelation 6:14-17 

 

The sky vanished like a scroll rolling itself up, and every mountain and island was removed from 

its place. Then the kings of the earth and the magnates and the generals and the rich and the 

powerful, and everyone, slave and free, hid in the caves and among the rocks of the 

mountains, calling to the mountains and rocks, ‘Fall on us and hide us from the face of the one 

seated on the throne and from the wrath of the Lamb; for the great day of their wrath has come, 

and who is able to stand?’ 

 

Revelation 7:2-3 

 

I saw another angel ascending from the rising of the sun, having the seal of the living God, and 

he called with a loud voice to the four angels who had been given power to damage earth and 

sea, saying, ‘Do not damage the earth or the sea or the trees, until we have marked the 

servants of our God with a seal on their foreheads.’ 

 

Revelation 8:7-8 



The first angel blew his trumpet, and there came hail and fire, mixed with blood, and they were 

hurled to the earth; and a third of the earth was burned up, and a third of the trees were burned 

up, and all green grass was burned up. 

The second angel blew his trumpet, and something like a great mountain, burning with fire, was 

thrown into the sea. A third of the sea became blood, a third of the living creatures in the sea 

died, and a third of the ships were destroyed. 

Revelation 9:1-4 

 

And the fifth angel blew his trumpet, and I saw a star that had fallen from heaven to earth, and he 

was given the key to the shaft of the bottomless pit; he opened the shaft of the bottomless pit, and 

from the shaft rose smoke like the smoke of a great furnace, and the sun and the air were 

darkened with the smoke from the shaft. Then from the smoke came locusts on the earth, and 

they were given authority like the authority of scorpions of the earth. They were told not to 

damage the grass of the earth or any green growth or any tree, but only those people who do not 

have the seal of God on their foreheads. 

 

Revelation 10:5-7 

 

Then the angel whom I saw standing on the sea and the land 

raised his right hand to heaven 

   and swore by him who lives for ever and ever, 

who created heaven and what is in it, the earth and what is in it, and the sea and what is in it: 

‘There will be no more delay, but in the days when the seventh angel is to blow his trumpet, the 

mystery of God will be fulfilled, as he announced to his servants the prophets.’ 

 

Revelation 11:18 

 

The nations raged, 

   but your wrath has come, 

   and the time for judging the dead, 

for rewarding your servants, the prophets 

   and saints and all who fear your name, 

   both small and great, 

and for destroying those who destroy the earth.’ 

 

Revelation 12:12 

 

Rejoice then, you heavens 

   and those who dwell in them! 

But woe to the earth and the sea, 

   for the devil has come down to you 

with great wrath, 

   because he knows that his time is short!’ 

 



Revelation 14:6-7 

 

Then I saw another angel flying in mid-heaven, with an eternal gospel to proclaim to those who 

live on the earth—to every nation and tribe and language and people. He said in a loud voice, 

‘Fear God and give him glory, for the hour of his judgement has come; and worship him who 

made heaven and earth, the sea and the springs of water.’ 

 

Revelation 15:1-2 

Then I saw another portent in heaven, great and amazing: seven angels with seven plagues, 

which are the last, for with them the wrath of God is ended. 

And I saw what appeared to be a sea of glass mixed with fire, and those who had conquered the 

beast and its image and the number of its name standing beside the sea of glass with harps of 

God in their hands. 

Revelation 21:1-4 

 

Then I saw a new heaven and a new earth; for the first heaven and the first earth had passed 

away, and the sea was no more. And I saw the holy city, the new Jerusalem, coming down out of 

heaven from God, prepared as a bride adorned for her husband. And I heard a loud voice from 

the throne saying, 

‘See, the home of God is among mortals. 

He will dwell with them; 

they will be his peoples, 

and God himself will be with them; 

he will wipe every tear from their eyes. 

Death will be no more; 

mourning and crying and pain will be no more, 

for the first things have passed away.’ 

 

Revelation 22:1-5 

 

Then the angel showed me the river of the water of life, bright as crystal, flowing from the throne 

of God and of the Lamb through the middle of the street of the city. On either side of the river is 

the tree of life with its twelve kinds of fruit, producing its fruit each month; and the leaves of the 

tree are for the healing of the nations. Nothing accursed will be found there any more. But the 

throne of God and of the Lamb will be in it, and his servants will worship him; they will see his 

face, and his name will be on their foreheads. And there will be no more night; they need no light 

of lamp or sun, for the Lord God will be their light, and they will reign for ever and ever.
